Policy for the Use of Alcoholic Beverages at St. Luke’s – San Lucas

The Vestry of St. Luke’s-San Lucas, in accordance with the policy of the Diocese of Olympia and in consultation with parish members and our liability insurer has adopted the following policy regarding the availability and service of alcoholic beverages at events at St. Luke’s – San Lucas (except wine served during worship services).
The parish will permit, with prior notice, the serving and consumption of alcoholic beverages at events at St. Luke’s – San Lucas in compliance with this policy and all laws and regulations of the State of Washington. 
General Policy Guidance for facility use for Church-Sponsored Events, Private Parties, and Outside Groups:
· Notice of intent to serve alcohol and request for approval for the event must be sent to the Church Office in writing or electronically at least 10 days prior to the event.

·  Alcohol will not be sold for consumption as an individual item at church events. 

· Any alcoholic beverages to be served at St. Luke’s – San Lucas will require an appropriate license or permit and all procedures listed on the permit will be strictly followed. A Washington State Liquor Control Board (WSLCB) Banquet Permit or Special Occasion License may be obtained on line from the WSLCB web site, www.liq.wa.gov/.

· Alcoholic beverages will not be provided to anyone under the age of 21 (ID must be provided if in question).  

· Any occasion where alcohol is served will also include a meal or at least snacks and non-alcoholic beverages. Non-alcoholic beverages will be presented with equal dignity and hospitality at all events that serve alcohol.

· Participants at all church events held where alcohol is available and consumed shall act responsibly and prudently according to the alcohol and controlled substance laws of the State of Washington.
         Events serving alcohol will have a limited timeframe for the event. After any event concludes, there may be no further consumption of alcoholic beverages on St. Luke’s –San Lucas property.
         All participants in events where alcoholic beverages are served will use diligence to identify anyone who may appear intoxicated and help ensure they have safe transportation home. Safe transportation may include a designated driver or taxi service.
         No alcoholic beverages shall be consumed or present at youth or children’s functions.
         Use of any marijuana on church property is prohibited. 
 For Private Parties, such as wedding or funeral receptions and quinceaneras:
· The party involved will be responsible to ensure that the general policy guidance is followed.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]If alcohol is to be served, the private party must show proof of liquor liability insurance or utilize a professional bartender who shows proof of liquor liability to the church office at least 10 days prior to the event.
For Outside Groups renting space at St. Luke’s –San Lucas: 
        Outside Groups may not serve alcoholic beverages anywhere on St. Luke’s - San Lucas property without a written facility-use permit.
         If alcohol is served, the group must obtain liquor liability insurance in addition to general liability insurance.
         If a Caterer/Bartender is serving alcoholic beverages at the event, the Caterer/Bartender must show proof of liquor liability to the church office at least 10 days prior to the event. 
         Guards and monitors must be present to ensure general safety and to identify anyone who may become intoxicated and ensure they have safe transport home. 
 
 
Definitions:
Private Party: A private event held at the church that is sponsored by a member of the parish or a family member of someone who regularly attends St. Luke’s – San Lucas. Examples include but are not limited to, wedding receptions, funeral receptions, quinceaneras, or birthday parties.
Outside Group: An organization that is authorized to utilize parish facilities but is not otherwise associated with St. Luke’s – San Lucas. Examples include, One America, Scottish Dancers, Overeaters Anonymous or other support groups or private clubs. 
Youth or Children’s Function: A program designed to attract children or youth. Examples might include Vacation Bible School, High School Youth Council, or Junior Youth Council.
